Å Applicants will be required to provide services  

    to a minimum of 150 NRS reportable individuals.  

 

Å The minimum qualification for all adult education instructors  

     who teach in ABE, ASE, or ESL courses is a BA or BS degree  

     in education or related field.  

 

Å The eligible population to receive adult education funding are adults who 

have attained 16 years of age, are not enrolled or required to be enrolled in 

secondary school under state law, are basic skills deficient, and do not have 

a secondary school diploma or its recognized equivalent level of education 

or are English language learners. 

 

You cannot generate funds on ineligible students.   

 

You cannot generate funds in courses taught by unqualified instructors.
